TRAVEL, PEOPLE AND WILDLIFE PHOTOGRAPHY 

Coordinator:  George Gintowt 

Take intriguing photos representative of the places you travel to, whether it’s a 

local nature center or festival, or distant lands. You will learn the basics of light, 

perspective, composition, decisive moment and more. We will watch NEW videos by 

professional travel photographers. Regardless of the camera you use, you’ll learn to 

exploit the best lighting situations along with tips and techniques that will help 

your photographs tell a story. We’ll examine what’s the most practical gear to use to 

achieve satisfying results, and the trade-offs. We’ll also look at image editing 

fundamentals, how you can crop, correct and generally enhance your photos. A 

main feature of this study group is that participants will have weekly opportunities 

to share their photographs, projected on the screen, with the group. 

HISTORY OF THE AMERICAN COLONIES BEFORE 1776, PART 2

This Study Group is the second part of a multi-session course 

on the history of the thirteen original American Colonies.  In 

these eight weeks, we intend to cover the period from the 

founding of Pennsylvania in 1681 through the events leading 

up to the French and Indian War. Among other topics, we 

will be discussing life, women, culture, education, religion and 

government during the colonial period. Additional topics will 

include Bacon’s Rebellion, the Salem Witch Trials, young 

Benjamin Franklin and the Dominion of New England. We will 

also explore the struggle for continental dominance between 

Great Britain, France and Spain. The coordinators will use 

PowerPoint/lecture, audio visual materials, group discussion 

and the Teaching Company Course: “Before 1776: Life in the 

American Colonies” for the journey through this interesting 

period of our history. We hope you will join us for a discussion 

of the many events that transpired and the societal 

evolution that occurred in that lengthy period of our national 

experience.  NOTE:  This 8-week study group will end on 

October 29.

To tone things 

down a bit, our second play is a comedy/romance, “Pericles”.  

This one deals with a near death experience, shipwrecks, 

abandonment, and love, of course. After reading each play, we 

will watch a DVD version.  Please supply your own copy of 

each play.”

This course will highlight 

some of the factors causing changes in human health 

worldwide. We will study representative diseases that result 

from these changes. Each session will be a didactic 

presentation using PowerPoint and lasting for approximately 

one hour followed by discussion and questions.
